Warden: Lying isn’t a good trait Caveman. I heard you that whole time and you ain’t fooling me.

Warden: Excuse me boy, what did you say? I am never wrong. Guess what boys? You just earned yourself another hole to dig. I want 2 holes dug by the end of the night.  Grab your shovels and happy digging.
